The August 2019 lunch program presentation was on “Mosul Dam — Emergency Grouting and Bottom
Outlet Repairs.” Mosul Dam was considered one of the highest risk dams in the world due to deteriorating
foundation conditions and both the life, economic, and water resource consequences should the dam fail.
The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, in partnership with the Government of Iraq Ministry of Water
Resources, led a Task Force consisting of USACE, AECOM, Versar, and Trevi to repair multiple components
of the dam and complete over two years of drilling and grouting to stabilize the dam. The success of the
Mosul Dam Task Force illustrates how technical, contractual, security, resource, and cultural challenges
may be overcome with the coordination of governments, agencies, engineering and construction
companies, and security forces.
